The parties agree as follows:

1 Canmore Alpine Realty 2013 Ltd. (the “Owner”) agrees to permit the individual identified above (the “Client”) the use of the trailer described above in accordance with this Agreement.
2 This Agreement consists of the following parts (together, the “Agreement”), each of which shall be construed as an integral part of this Agreement:

(a) This signature page

(b) Schedule “A” – Terms and Conditions.
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Client confirms that he or she has read this Agreement before signing it.
1. Trailer Rental: Further to the listing agreement between the Client and the Owner (the “Listing Contract”), and in consideration of $10 now paid by the Client to the Owner, and other valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the Owner hereby agrees to rent the Trailer to the Client on the terms of this Agreement.
2. Term:  This Agreement shall commence on the date identified as the “Date of Rental” on the signature page of this Agreement and shall terminate on the date the trailer is returned to Owner (the “Term”).
3. No Warranty and Exclusion of Liability: Client acknowledges that the Trailer is provided to the Client “as-is” and that there are no promises, inducements, representations, collateral warranties, warranties, conditions, options or terms, oral or written, express of implied or otherwise, made by or on behalf of the Owner or operating in favour of the Client with respect to the Trailer whatsoever, including without limitation suitability, merchantability or use for a particular purpose.  The Client acknowledges and agrees that the sole functional obligation of the Owner in respect of the Trailer is to permit possession of the Trailer as long as the Client is not in default of this Agreement.

4. Assumption of Risk.  Except as provided otherwise in this Agreement, Client assumes all risks and liability for loss or damage to the Trailer, and for injuries (including death) and property damage arising from the use, operation or possession of the Trailer or from any cause whatever arising during the Term and, without limiting the generality of the foregoing, liability or loss arising from fire, theft or loss of the Trailer or any contents therein while in Client's possession,

5. Insurance:  Client agrees to maintain automobile insurance covering bodily injury and property damage in an amount not less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) per accident, covering the ownership, use and operation of any motor vehicles and trailers which are owned, leased or controlled by the Client, and shall include the Trailer during the Term. Owner shall not be responsible to determine the adequacy of the insurance provided by Client.
6. Termination:  Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement and without prejudice to any other remedies of the Owner, Owner may at any time during the Term and without payment of any penalty or damages, terminate this Agreement immediately, in its sole discretion.

7. Ownership:  The Owner shall retain full title to, ownership of, and all property and rights to and in the Trailer, and no right, title or interest in or to the Trailer shall pass to Client. Client shall not sell, offer for sale, assign, mortgage, pledge, encumber, sublet, part with possession of, or otherwise deal with the Trailer or any part thereof, or with the benefit of this Agreement, without the prior written consent of Owner, which consent may be withheld in Owner's sole and absolute discretion.
8. Use of Trailer: Client shall comply with and conform to all applicable laws, ordinances, regulations and legislation in any way relating to the possession, use and transportation of the Trailer throughout the Term and to the complete exoneration of Owner from liability. Client shall report all accidents involving the Trailer to Owner and police within 24 hours of occurrence.
The Trailer shall NOT, under any circumstances, be used:

(a) By anyone not specifically named on the signature page of this Agreement.

(b) By anyone under 25 years of age. 

(c) By anyone who is not a qualified and licensed driver. 

(d) By anyone whose driver’s license has been revoked or suspended within the previous five years, even if he or she now possesses a valid driver’s license. 

(e) In any race, test, or contest. 

(f) For any illegal purpose or commission of a crime. 

(g) When loaded beyone its rated capacity. 

(h) To carry anything other than household goods (including without limitation any hazardous items or illegal material).

(i) With a vehicle not sufficient or suited to tow the Trailer. 

(j) While under the influence of alcohol or other intoxicants, such as drugs or narcotics, or under any other physical or mental impairment which adversely affects driver’s ability to operate the vehicle towing the Trailer. 

(k) On other than a paved road or graded private road or driveway. 

(l) When it is reasonable to expect Client to know that further operation would damage the Trailer. 

(m) Outside of Canada without written consent. 

(n) In any area where there is not sufficient height or width clearance. 

(o) If cargo is improperly loaded or secured. 

(p) To transport people or animals of any kind or nature, living or otherwise. 

9. Indemnity.  Client shall indemnify the Owner and the Owner's affiliates, directors, officers, partners, employees, agents and representatives (individually and collectively called an "Indemnitee") from and against any and all losses, expenses, liabilities, damages, penalties, costs (including incidental, consequential or indirect damages and reasonable legal fees and disbursements), claims, suits or demands sustained or suffered by any Indemnitee or for which any Indemnitee may become liable arising from or in connection with a breach by this Agreement by Client, the use or misuse of the Trailer by Client, the breach of any applicable law, ordinance, rule or regulation, or any other act or omission of Client or any other person relating to Trailer, or from other acts or omissions of Client during the Term.

10. Return of Trailer: Client agrees to promptly return Trailer to the Owner at the Return Location set out in the signature page to this Agreement on the Due Date. Client agrees, at Client's own risk and expense, to return the Trailer in good condition, order, repair and appearance as when originally delivered to the Client, excepting only ordinary wear and tear. Upon return of the Trailer to the Return Point the parties will complete a joint inspection of the Trailer, and any cleaning charges reasonably incurred by Owner will be billed directly to Client at a cost determined by the Owner, in its sole discretion.
11. Charges: Client agrees to pay Owner, and that Owner shall be entitled to charge Client’s credit card (without limiting any other recourse available to it), for all (a) traffic, toll or parking violations, fines, penalties, citations, forfeitures, court costs, towing and storage charges and other expenses involving the Trailer assessed against Owner or the Trailer, (b) all costs incurred by Owner to recover the Trailer if Client fails to return Trailer to the “Return Location" on the date set out as “Due Back”, both as set out in the signature page to this Agreement, (c) costs associated with cleaning the Trailer as described above and (d) repair costs associated with damage caused to the Trailer during the Term.
12. No Liability. In no event shall Owner or any Indemnitee be liable for any direct or indirect damages (including without limitation any general, compensatory, special, indirect, incidental or consequential damages) related to or in connection with this Agreement or the possession, use, transportation or maintenance of Trailer, regardless of when occurring and regardless of whether any such claim is based on warranty, contract, tort (including negligence) or other theory of law.
13. Binding Effect. This Agreement shall be binding upon and enure to the benefit of each of Client and Owner and their respective successors and permitted assigns.

14. No waiver. No party shall be deemed to have waived the exercise of any right that it holds under this Agreement unless such waiver is made in writing.  No waiver made with respect to any instance involving the exercise of any such right shall be deemed to be a waiver with respect to any other instance involving the exercise of that right or with respect to any other right.

15. Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Province of Alberta and the laws of Canada applicable therein, excluding any conflict of laws rules that may apply therein.  The parties hereby attorn to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of the Province of Alberta.
16. Entire Agreement; Invoice Terms of No Effect.  This Agreement, along with the Listing Contract, constitutes the entire agreement of the parties concerning its subject matter and no other representation, warranties or agreements, either oral or written, shall be binding upon Client or Owner. This Agreement and the Listing Contract supercede and invalidate all prior agreements, understandings, negotiations, representations and warranties, whether oral or written, with respect thereto.

17. Counterparts.  The parties may execute this Agreement by facsimile or other electronic means and in separate counterparts each of which when so executed and delivered shall be an original, and all such counterparts taken together shall constitute one instrument.
